Himmelman (2002) suggests that collaboration involves information exchange, resource sharing, altered activities and enhancing capacity while working together for mutual benefit and common purpose. Collaboration draws from bonding, bridging and linking social capital. Social capital is mobilized in reaction to catalysts and through social relations. Collaboration can result in economic gains, improvements to health and well-being, resilience in the face of emergency situations such as a natural disaster, and governance improvements. Barriers to collaboration include community rivalries and differences, geography, resource demands and cynicism. Collaboration is most effective when there is common vision and purpose, meaningful power sharing, mutual learning, and mutual accountability for results (Himmelman 2002). Processes for building shared vision are needed along with collaborative leadership and governance, spaces and support for mutual learning, and new tools for ensuring mutual accountability.

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Title of the Speech: Sustainable Silage Corn Production in the Western Newfoundland and Labrador

Speaker’s Brief BioMumtaz Cheema is currently working as Associate Professor Agronomy at Grenfell Campus Memorial University of Newfoundland. The focus of his research program is to develop productive and sustainable cropping systems. Over the years, he has studied integrated nutrient management practices, and abiotic stress management strategies to induce stress tolerance in cereals. In recent years, he has initiated field experiments on sustainable silage corn production using dairy manure in western Newfoundland (NL). Dr. Cheema is actively involved in collaborative research projects with Boreal Ecosystem Research Initiative (BERI) faculty and Forestry and Agrifoods Agency of Government of Newfoundland and Labrador. He has supervised 36 MSc, and 6 PhD theses, and co-advised 10 Master and 5 PhD theses. Prior to joining the Grenfell Campus Memorial University, Dr. Cheema worked as Professor in the department of agronomy, and Director Graduate Studies at University of Agriculture, Faisalabad, Pakistan. 









Brief Summary of the Speech 
Expansion of the dairy industry in Newfoundland and Labrador has led to an increase in the feeding requirements of dairy animals and availability of dairy manures. Silage corn hybrids with higher biomass production, optimum root architecture development, and phosphorus (P) acquisition capability are required in Newfoundland and Labrador to meet industry feed and forage requirements. Currently, silage corn production is very low in the Province, and this is further compounded by low quality and high cost feed imports from mainland Canada. To address these issues, the aim of this project is to enhance the silage corn production potential in the Province through the selection of suitable hybrids having the capabilities to efficiently utilize the dairy manure currently produced  as a byproduct of the Newfoundland and Labrador dairy production system. Excess phosphorus can accumulate in soil due to excessive manure application leading to off-site P transport via surface runoff and leaching during periods of heavy rainfall. Over-application of P and its soil accumulation may also cause deficiency or toxicity of other nutrients. In this study, we are interested in determining suitable silage corn genotypes having the ability to effectively convert available P from dairy manure into silage biomass (animal feed). In addition to using dairy manure as a source of fertilizer for biomass production, these genotypes could also assist in mitigating the adverse environmental effects typically associated with manure application on croplands. Presently, very little is known concerning the sustainable silage corn production using dairy manure in the province. This field trial has been designed to evaluate sustainable silage corn production using dairy manure (a renewable P-source). This research project will allow us in enhancing self-sufficiency in silage corn which will help in developing sustainable community in the province. Overall, objectives are:
1) to assess the crop availability of manure P from distinct Newfoundland and Labrador dairy production systems 
2) to determine the role of root architecture and root exudates in P uptake of silage corn genotypes
3) to evaluate the performance of silage corn genotypes for P acquisition and silage qualitative traits

Brief Summary of the Speech 
Effective decision-making in resource extraction activities requires innovative approaches that bridge the gap between scientific understanding and local stakeholder values. Policies that inform the development of unconventional gas well developments are lacking in Newfoundland and Labrador.  These developments affect multiple stakeholders yet there is no decision making process that can be applied to a complex and polarized issue such as hydraulic fracturing. Current conflicts among many stakeholder groups are due to the lack of meaningful dialogue or inclusion in the decision-making process. This division has limited any ability to come to consensus on this issue, creating a highly polarized controversy. This paper proposes a process to apply a structured decision-making framework, a values-based approach that explicitly defines objectives, to promote stakeholder driven decision making.
